In addition a wide variety of study visits are organised by 
individual departments including field trips in Geography and 
Biology as well as visits to law courts and Parliament. Year 12 
benefit from an Induction Trip – a chance for new students to 
get to know each other. An annual trip to London each year 
allows Year 12 and 13 students to get to know each other and   
to visit museums and the major tourist sites.

At Beverley Joint 6th we have a dedicated team who work 
closely with our students to support them as they prepare for 
life beyond sixth form. Each site has a careers advisor and an 
experienced team of tutors supports students as they make 
applications for further education and apprenticeships.
