1. Write down the actual results of the general election. You will find these on the BBC website and on the Parliament website. You can put charts and tables in if you wish to.
2. Record the results for this constituency of Beverley and Holderness in detail and the results across the East Riding and Hull constituencies by naming the party and MP that won and the breakdown of the vote. Beverley was extremely close this time. How were the results different from 2019, even if as in Hull, all the seats stayed as Labour and in the East Riding, all stayed Conservative?

3. Using more detailed analysis from polling websites like YouGov, make notes on how people voted (which party they voted for) according to their age, region, ethnicity, education, income and gender.

4. Why did the Labour party win the election and achieve such a large majority, the largest for them since the 1997, and why did the Conservative Party have their worst ever defeat? Try and use evidence in your answer of their leaders’ public profile, their policies, the campaigns and the role of media, including social media. 
This question will involve analysis and using examples to back up your arguments and explanation.

5. Were any smaller parties important in this election? E.g.  The SNP, The Reform Party, the Green Party? Did they influence the outcome? What was the role of the Liberal Democrats?

6. Was tactical voting a decisive factor in the result, particularly in any individual constituencies? Find out what tactical voting is to answer this question.
