EU Referendum - Summer Task for Government and Politics

The United Kingdom has just voted by a very narrow margin to leave the European Union - over the summer you need to collect data on the result as referendums are one of the things we actually study as part of our AS course alongside voting behaviour so your research will help you prepare for two parts of your AS course. 

Find out the following: 

1. Make a list of the results including: the actual result for the UK, the results for the 4 nations (England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland, the results for our region. Include turnout figures as well.

2. Find out how the vote broke down in terms of age, education, income, ethnicity and gender. 

3. Try and identify how the two campaigns, Leave and Remain impacted on voters - is there any evidence that the way the campaigns were conducted affected the way people voted ? You can refer to key figures in the campaign as well as adverts and or messages used during the campaign.

4. How do you think the referendum itself has affected the United Kingdom ? Think about the events that have occurred since the referendum e.g a significant rise in recorded hate crimes across England, the search for a new prime minister through a leadership election in the Conservative Party following the resignation of David Cameron, arguments within the Labour Party that has led to calls for resignation of their leader Jeremy Corbyn.
